FactoriEs AcT, 1948.

No. FAC-2018/C.R.146/Lab-4.— In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 40B
of the Factories Act, 1948 (63 of 1948),in its application to the State of Maharashtra, and in supersession
of the Government Notification, No. FAC. 1081/8511/Lab.-4, dated the 2nd August 1982, the Government
of Maharashtra hereby requires every occupier of the factory in the state, as is described in paragraphs
1, 2 and 3 below to employ such number of safety officers as is specified in the respective paragraph.

1. In respect of every factory other than those referred to in paragraphs 2 and 3,—
(&) wherein 1,000 or more workers but not exceeding 2,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-1 ;

(b) wherein more than 2,000 workers but not exceeding 5,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-2 ;

(c) wherein more than 5,000 workers ordinarily employed-number of safety officers-3 ;

2. In respect of every Major Accident Hazards (MAH) Factory as defined in clause (d) of rule 2 of
the Maharashtra Factories (Control of Industrial Major Accident Hazards) Rules, 2003 and factories having
dangerous operations under schedules VII, XV, XX, XXI, XXIll and XXVI declared under rule 114 of the
Maharashtra Factories Rules, 1963,—

(a) wherein 50 or more workers but not exceeding 500 workers are ordinarily employed-number
of safety officers-1 ;

(b) wherein more than 500 workers but not exceeding 1,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-2 ;

(c) wherein more than 1,000 workers but not exceeding 2,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-3 ;

(d) wherein more than 2,000 workers but not exceeding 5,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-4 ;

(e) wherein more than 5,000 workers ordinarily employed-number of safety officers-5.

3. Inrespect of the factories wherein hazardous process as defined in clause (cb) of section 2 of the
Factories Act, 1948 (63 of 1948) is carried out,—

(a) wherein 250 or more workers but not exceeding 500 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-1 ;

(b) wherein more than 500 workers but not exceeding 1,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-2 ;

(c) wherein more than 1,000 workers but not exceeding 2,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-3 ;
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(d) wherein more than 2,000 workers but not exceeding 5,000 workers are ordinarily employed-
number of safety officers-4 ;

(e) wherein more than 5,000 workers ordinarily employed-number of safety officers-5.
